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FAMILY PLANNING BUDGET ESTIMATE

The budget analysis conducted in October 2019 shows that the County Government of West Pokot does not 
have a budget line for family planning for FY 2019/2020. However, indirect family planning allocation* by the 
County Government of West Pokot was estimated for the period 2016/2017 to 2019/2020 as follows:

2.	 County Government of West Pokot needs to have 
a family planning budget line in future to enable 
the county meet Kenya’s FP2020 commitment. 

3.	 County Government of West Pokot needs to 
increase the proportion of health facilities 
offering youth-friendly services to at least 30% 
by 2020 in line with Kenya’s FP2020 commitment.

** West Pokot County Family Planning Costed Implementation Plan 2017-2022 earmarks family planning investment funds for service delivery; health workforce; information; medical products, commodities and 
supplies; health financing; leadership and governance; and advocacy.”
